*GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS


· Description of the horse: Keep the description of the horse short, interesting and with the details mentioned above. Any additonal information should be shared on request (e.g. ‘email/call for more info) as long texts tend to be cumbersome for readers on smaller devices (phone/tablet). Long text also make people less interested in reading to the end.
· Choice of photos: Pick a variety of photos and quality is more important than quantity. Extra photos can be sent on request, but the first impression should show a good overall view of the horse, special features (colouring, markings…) and also interaction with people (being a family horse, doing trail rides, pony club…). Professional photography is not necessarily needed as long supplied photos are clear and present a good overview of the horse.
· Photo specifications: If possible, label each photo with the horses name - “Horsename_1.jpg, Horsename_2.jpg…..) as this will improve the searchability of your sales post. Generic names as ‘Img9868.jpg’ are not suitable as no google search will pick them up. Choose sharp photos with good details to highlight your horse, blurry and dark photos make people scroll past.
· For Sale Price: It is suggested to not add any sale price at this stage, so that interested people can contact the seller first. 
· Please double-check your information before sending it through, there is no responsibility taken for incorrect details. 
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
